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The M105 “Bass Toaster” is a powered subwoofer module with built-in amplification and an auxiliary power supply
to drive the Atlantic Technology M110’s in a subwoofer/satellite configuration. It is an extremely compact high
performance unit designed for use with multimedia speakers and is capable of reproducing music and sound
effects to 40 Hz and below. The M105’s crossover selector (130 Hz or 100 Hz) ensures that it will match the
frequency response of virtually any multimedia speaker system.

A rugged 45 watt amplifer ensures that the M105 can easily reproduce all the dynamics of the signal source no
matter where the subwoofer is located. This internal amplifier powers a single 6 1/2” long throw driver. The driver
and the internal amplifier are equalized to match the internal dimensions of the cabinet to produce superb bass
reproduction of any program material.

When used with the Atlantic Technology's M110 Multimedia Powered Loudspeaker System, the combination
delivers a truly astonishing multimedia experience.

C 5 The M105 is equipped with a two position low-pass “130/100 Hz pusH-
rossover i , :

BUTTON” frequency selector which adjusts the frequency response of the
Selector subwoofer. Commercially available satellite speaker systems have
Low-Pass different low frequency requirements. By selecting one of the two low
Filter pass frequency options, the bass frequency response from virtually any
multimedia speaker system can be matched. In most applications the
“130/100 Hz pusH-BuTtTON” should be "pushed - in", set to the “100 Hz”
position. If your satellite system is unusually “thin” sounding, set the two
position frequency switch to the out “130 Hz” position. This will produce

more upper bass sound.

Placement floor, but if it is more convenient to place it higher (such as on a bottom

Flexibility shelf of a book case) there is no reason not to do so. Examples of
optimal placement would be either under the desk or positioned in a
corner. Note; the physical placement of the M105 "Bass Toaster"
greatly affects bass response. Placing the subwoofer next to a wall or
into a corner will achieve greater bass response. The subwoofer should
be near the satellite speakers, but does not need to be centered
between them. Experiment with the subwoofer’'s placement until the
suitable sound is achieved. Once the suitable bass response is
achieved, face the front of the M105 (control panel) towards the wall to
protect its components.

. Input Signal The M105 Bass Toaster has been specifically designed for use with the
Interface Atlantic Technology M110 Multimedia speaker system, and receives its

input signal from the M110’s “Lert/suB outpuT” jack, via a stereo “Y”
adapter and a stereo mini-plug cable.
Within the M110, the left and right signals are combined, and applied to
the “Lert/suB output” jack’s “ring” terminal (which is the right channel of
the stereo cable).
Alternatively, the M105 may be used with virtually any other multimedia
speakers. Use a “Y” adapter at the signal source to provide two outputs
(one for the multimedia speakers, one for the M105) and feed the signal
to the M105 using a stereo mini-plug cable. The M105 will obtain its
signal from the cable’s right channel.
If the signal source is monaural, first insert a mono-to-stereo adapter into
its output jack, then plug in the “Y” adapter.

Soft- The M105 has been designed with sufficient output power for most
multimedia applications. However, when pushed beyond its
capabilities, internal soft-clipping circuitry gently “rounds-off” the signal
excursions, thereby preventing the harshness and distortion that would
otherwise occur.
